Advantages of using Compost in my garden

1. Compost is NOT “DIRT“.  Compost adds nutrients and microbes that create healthy soil.  It rejuvenates the soil chemistry and allows the soil to feed the plant. 

2. It benefits Clay and Sandy soils by allowing clay soils to drain and sandy soils to hold moisture.

3. Compost is a recycled product. You are helping the environment by keeping Yard Waste out of the landfill.

4. Yard Waste based Compost is the best Compost. Because of the diversity of the plants that are used in the mix, Compost helps suppress disease and fungal problems in your flower and vegetable gardens. This has been verified by Michigan State University studies.

5. McKay’s Compost contains NO MANURE. It does not have the pathogen concerns of manure based composts.  Certified Organic Growers prefer plant based Compost. Use it in your Vegetable Garden.

6. Ask a Master Gardener. They will tell you that almost all soils in Michigan are lacking in organic matter. The best approach is to do a soil test and add compost. Soil testing is available at the MSU Extension office in Flint.  810 244-8500. 

7. Compost can be applied around existing plantings. You can also apply it on top of your soils and work it in to the top 6-8 inches of soil. 
Landscapers use Compost for new plantings - it truly is plant assurance in a bag! (And they don’t have to come back and replant failed plants!)
